Flag Trivia

By ‘Welcome to Denton County Texas’

Most historians do not support the claim that Betsy Ross
made the first U.S. flag. Some believe that Francis
Hopkins, a New Jersey delegate to the Second
Continental Congress in 1776, signer of the Declaration of
Independence, inventor, composer, and artist, created the
first American flag as well as a design for both sides of the
Great Seal of the United States.

The stripes in the flag were probably adopted from the flag
of the Sons of Liberty, which had 5 red and 4 white stripes.

Originally official U.S. flags could have stars with 5, 6, 7, or
8 points. These stars were scattered or arranged in many
designs since each seamstress followed her own ideas and
interpretation.

Early leaders of campaigns to establish Flag Day as an
annual national celebration included William T. Kerr of
Pittsburgh and Bernard J. Cigrand of Waubeka, Wisconsin.

During the Civil War (1861-1865), the Union Stars and
Stripes remained unchanged as a result of an informal
order by President Abraham Lincoln.

The Stars and Stripes Forever was first performed on May
14, 1897, in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. The composition
became the national march of the U.S. in a bill signed into
law by President Ronald Reagan on December 11, 1987.

A vexillologist is an expert in the history of flags.

"Shipwreck" Kelly (1885-1952) was famous for sitting for
flagpole-sitting records. He sat for 49 days on one flagpole.
He once estimated that he spent a total of over 20,000
hours sitting on flagpoles. Flagpole sitting was a craze
started in Baltimore, Maryland, in 1929.

False sense of security—The downside of using sunscreen is the belief
that you can spend extra time in the sun as long as you slather it on.
Sunscreen does not provide 100% protection, however. Use sunscreen
as a tool that allows you to spend time outside enjoying life.

Complete the puzzle—Sunscreen is but one piece of the protection
puzzle. For the best plan of action, follow these guidelines:

Hang out in the shade. Drink water under an umbrella, canopy, or tree.
Be aware, however, shade does not offer complete protection.

Wear clothing that shields your body. A hat with a wide brim guards face,
ears, neck and eyes. Add a long-sleeved shirt and pants for complete
protection. Choose a tight weave and a loose fitting style.
